Dear             ,

I do not know if you are aware of the proposed Croom C&D Landfill in Hernando County.  DEP has issued their intent to issue them a permit for an unlined facility surrounded 60% by our State Forest.  They are currently applying for an easement through the forest for ingress and egress based on the fact that they are "land locked".  Please be aware that they own 10 acres to the West of this site and are not land locked as there are also several other access points.  Either way they want to use this for access for 75 or more commercial dump trucks to use on a daily basis to bring in debris from all over the country and at one point even told us it would be from Asia and South Africa.  The roads to this property are not designed for commercial traffic.  We have very small 2 lane roads and no sidewalks.  Some property fences are only one foot from the road.  This is a rural area abutting the forest that has horse farms, retirees, and people who love the quiet serenity of the country.  This is why we all moved here - the forest is like beach front property to us!  

We already have a closed municipal landfill within 1 mile of the proposed site.  Our area is too nice to be destroyed by becoming a "dump town".  People come here from all across the country as Withlacoochee State Forest has been named "One of the top 10 Coolest Places You've Never Been".  I do not wish to see the State give away our land for a few individuals to profit.

In addition, my quality of life would be greatly diminished with all the traffic, dust, safety issues, etc.  If/when there is ground water contamination, I do not have any way to get water except by way of my well.  We are all on wells in this area.  My property values will be further lowered and in the event of my not having potable water, I won't even be able to give my property away.

Please look into this ill-conceived project.  This has been going on since the mid 1990's.  I understand that there is a need for landfills, but the proposed one puts our community at a complete injustice and will destroy so much that we all treasure so much.  There is a better place for this landfill.  I ask that you review this and weigh in against this landfill.  Our County Government has said their hands are tied.  But overall, they are the ones who got us into this mess by disregarding our community's well-being and best interest.  Our local officials have failed us so we are reaching out to you.  We need your help.
